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After the official results of referendum were released, the coverage devoted to this topic sensibly decreased
over the present period. As a matter of fact, media attention shifted to domestic politics that became the
most relevant subject in the news agenda (32% of the total items monitored). Referendum continued being
a significant issue (23%) followed by crime and violence (15%), news related to social and legal

developments (11%) and foreign affairs (10%).

The area related to domestic affairs concentrated on a few key issues:

1. |Institutional affairs and governance. This dimension included news like: the discussions between the

Sudan People’s Liberation Movement (SPLM) and the National Congress Party (NCP) over borders’
demarcation between North and South Sudan; the debate concerning the name for the new nation arising
after the referendum; talks and meetings concerning transitional period issues for South Sudan;
Government's felicitation to the youth in Tunisia and Egypt and their struggle for freedom,;

2. Parties’ dynamics. This issue included news like: the discussions among parties about the process of

borders’ demarcation between North and South; Southern Sudan political parties’ meeting; the declaration
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of dialogue between the NCP and the Umma National Party (UNP); the SPLM accusation of the NCP for
planning to buy votes in South Kordofan elections; the expected separation between the SPLM Northern
section and the SPLM Southern section; Mariam Al-Sadiq’s arrest;

3. Peace, negotiations and treaties. This issue mainly focused on the final talks regarding Darfur peace

agreement thanks to Qatari mediation and the calls for a peaceful coexistence of North and South Sudan;

4. Army and the police. This issue included mainly news related to security concerns in South Sudan, the

consequent measures adopted by the ruling forces to protect citizens and the Sudan Armed Forces

shooting in Abyei.

Media in the South and the North showed diverse sub-thematic issue: the former provide larger coverage to
governance-related matters — mainly as the effect of the post-referendum phase, and to news regarding
security and army; the latter primarily focused on party relations, namely the talks between the NCP and
the UNP.

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Referendum was the main theme for Southern media (35%) while domestic politics was the most prominent
issue in the news agenda of Northern outlets (35%) that also devoted wide coverage to socio-legal

developments and foreign policy.

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News related to the future institutional arrangements following the separation of the South dominated the
coverage both of Northern and Southern media. Northern media provided large visibility also to issues
concerning Abyei and its status, while Southern outlets focused on the comments of international observers

regarding the outcome of the referendum.

The Media News Agenda is a weekly circular issued by the Sudan Media and Elections Consortium (SMEC). The media news
headlines are collected by the Media Monitoring Unit at Sudanese Development Initiative (SUDIA) in Khartoum and the Media

Monitoring Unit in Juba. The units are monitoring the media through a qualitative and quantitative methodology since February
2010. Beyond the quantitative and qualitative monitoring, the units collect news headlines of the main media outlets in Sudan to
provide an overview of the news agenda of the Sudanese media. This media news agenda is prepared by a group of media
monitoring experts at the units who, on a daily basis, monitor newspaper and audiovisual media headlines; they then analyse the
material collected to identify the main trends and the most important issues for the period considered.

The activities are part of the Strengthening of Media component ‘Support to Southern Sudan Referendum Project (SSRPY,
funded by United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) and implemented by the Sudan Media and Elections Consortium, a
group of national and international organisations with expertise in media support. These are Sudan Development Initiative
(SUDIA), International Media Support (IMS), Norwegian Peoples Aid (NPA), Osservatorio di Pavia, Arab Working Group for
media monitoring and Fojo media institute.
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
